THE PADDOCK PROJECT

Our Rugby Club has launched its Clubhouse Refurbishment Project, now named The Paddock Project.  This is the biggest off field endeavour undertaken by SRFC in the last 30 years, and we invite you to join us in completing an enterprise which will be to the benefit not only of the existing and future players and members, but the Sevenoaks Community as a whole. 

Our present Clubhouse was built over 30 years ago, thanks to the hard work, time and effort of an army of volunteers to ensure that everyone in and around Sevenoaks could enjoy their recreation in convivial and acceptable surroundings.  We now need to move on and upgrade our facilities for the 21st century to the benefit of young and old, from those who were members during the building of the present clubhouse to the lads and lasses in the Under 6s, plus the entire community.

This Project is one in which the entire Club membership plus sponsors and all interested parties can and in fact need to be involved.  

Our financial target is £350,000 and everyone is being contacted and asked to make a contribution.  All donations will be acknowledged publicly and major donors will be recorded on a Roll of Honour, unless anonymity is requested.  A Donation Declaration Form is attached;  this also addresses the potential for Gift Aid status and the wording of any acknowledgement.

We are also launching a “Buy a Brick” campaign whereby those taking part will have their own brick in the Acknowledgements Wall in the new foyer.  The price per brick is a minimum £100, and can be in the name of any individual nominated.  That could the donor, their family, son or daughter, or even someone they might wish to be remembered in this fashion.  As advised on the attached “Buy A Brick” Declaration Form, all such donations can be Gift Aided which will further help the cause and allow higher rate tax payers to claim some tax relief.  This initiative is also advertised on our website.

We are also looking to raise funds by organising events in which the whole club can participate, and so make this an enjoyable fund raising exercise. Please view the refurbishment plans which are also on the website.  We want to guarantee that our Club and Clubhouse are “fit for purpose” for future generations.
